The best works will be showcased in the local government magazine "Wicie",
serving as inspiration for other residents to adopt a more conscious approach to
waste and recycling. The contest emphasizes the importance of resource
management, material reuse, and reducing landfill waste.

Moreover, the competition raises awareness of air quality issues, emphasizing
that improper waste management—such as burning waste in home stoves—
contributes to harmful emissions. The event underscores that recycling is not
just about conserving resources but also about reducing pollution that affects
public health.

The "R as Recycling - Giving Waste a Second Life" contest is an opportunity to
combine creativity with environmental responsibility. Each participant becomes
an ambassador of the circular economy, inspiring others to change their habits
and adopt a more responsible approach to the materials around them.
